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È These are usually plant and animal species that originated 
from other continents, and that are displacing native plants 
and animals.  

È The Houston area streams and habitats have been hard hit, 
and we are losing more and more native diversity and 
habitat quality.   

È Our coastal prairies and woodlands have been overrun with 
Chinese Tallow and others. 

È Chinese Privet and Ligustrum form allelopathic  exclusion 
zones underneath, and they produce fruit that is poisonous 
to mammals.   

È We need to remove invasive, exotic problem species from as 
much of our public and private land as possible.
